Graduated from the
Keio University Faculty of Letters, majoring in Aesthetics and Science of Arts.  He has studied at the University
of Florence, the New York University Graduate School of Arts and Science, and the New York University Institute
of Fine Arts. He has served as director of The Museum of Modern Art, Gunma; director of the Gunma Museum of
Art, Tatebayashi; as professor at Kyoritsu Women' s University, where he currently serves as professor emeritus,
and as a ‘“producer” at Tokyu Bunkamura, THE MUSEUM in Tokyo. His major publications include “The
Beautiful Worlds of the Book of Hours * (Chuokoron-sha), “Contemporary American Artists 25" (Shueisha),

"Women Who Changed Picasso” (Chuko Bunko), “Women Loved by Masterpieces: Stories of Painters and
Models”  (Shueisha), and “Klimt and Vienna " (Rikuyosha). He has also translated the three volumes of
L' art décoratif en Europe.
